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STEP I: Remove the blade-locking piece from the motor assembly by twisting it in a clockwise
direction and remove the rear grill-locking nut by twisting it in an anticlockwise direction.

STEP 2: Lay the motor assembly on a flat surface, ensuring that the motor assembly shaft is
facing upwards.

STEP 3: Position the rear grill over the motor assembly shaft, ensuring that it is aligned with the
three small plastic pins on the motor assembly, then secure it by adding the rear grill-locking nut
and twisting it in a clockwise direction to tighten.

STEP 4: Place and push the fan blade unit onto the motor assembly shaft, then add the blade-locking
piece and twist it in an anticlockwise direction until the fan blade unit is locked into position.

STEP 5: Lay the front grill on a flat, stable surface and put the logo plate into the logo plate
recess. Hold the logo plate in place, then carefully tumn the front grill over and secure the logo
plate into position using the three large screws.

STEP 6: Open the clips around the outer edge of the front grill and position it onto the rear
grill. Fasten the clips around the outer edge of the front grill to lock the grills into position,
ensuring that the fan blade and motor unit are protected.

STEP 7: Insert the grill screw through the hole at the bottom of the front and rear grill, then place
the nut onto the grill screw and tighten it in a clockwise direction to secure the grills together.
Caution: Take care not to overtighten the rear grill-locking nut and blade-locking piece.

STEP I: Attach the cross stand leg with the cut-out section to the top of the other cross stand
leg and firmly press down to secure them into position.

STEP 2: Remove the screws from the cross stand legs, then attach the adjustable base pole,
ensuring that the screw holes are aligned.

STEP 3: Insert the screws through each of the aligned holes and carefully tighten in a

clockwise direction.

STEP 4: Push the four plastic stand feet onto each end of the cross stand legs; this will stabilise
the Pedestal Fan and can help to prevent slipping and damage to flooring.

STEP 5: Slide the cross stand screw cover over the adjustable base pole, align the cut-outs with
the cross stand legs and push into position.



Attaching the Base to the Fan Head

STEP I: Loosen the height adjustment cap by twisting it in an anticlockwise direction, then pull
out the inner adjustable base pole; the base pole and cross stand may need to be turned upside
down to make this process easier.

STEP 2: When the adjustable base pole is at the desired height, tighten the height adjustment
cap by twisting it in a clockwise direction to secure the adjustable base pole into position.
STEP 3: Release the head set screw by tuming it in an anticlockwise direction, then slot the fan
head onto the adjustable base pole.

STEP 4: Carefully tum the head set screw in a clockwise direction to lock the fan head into position.
Note: Take care not to overtighten the height adjustment cap and head set screw as this may
cause damage to the Pedestal Fan.

Instructions for Use

Ensure that the Pedestal Fan is unplugged from the mains power supply.
Place the Pedestal Fan on a flat, stable surface, ensuring that there is sufficient distance between
the Pedestal Fan and any objects that could get damaged or caught in the rotating fan blades.

Adjusting the Height of the Pedestal Fan

STEP I: Loosen the height adjustment cap by twisting it in an anticlockwise direction.

STEP 2: Pull out the inner pole of the adjustable base pole until the Pedestal Fan is at the
desired height.

STEP 3: Twist the height adjustment cap in a clockwise direction to retighten and secure the
height of the Pedestal Fan.

Caution: Take care not to overtighten the height adjustment cap.

Tilting the Fan Head

STEP I: Loosen the tilting head set screw by twisting it in an anticlockwise direction

STEP 2: Tilt the fan head until it is at the desired angle.

STEP 3: Twist the tilting head set screw in a clockwise direction to lock the fan head into its
new position.
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STEP I: Plug in and switch on the Pedestal Fan at the mains power supply.

STEP 2: To turn on the Pedestal Fan, select the desired cooling speed by pressing any one of
the adjustable cooling speed buttons numbered |-3, 3 being the strongest cooling speed setting.
STEP 3: Activate the oscillation function by pushing down the oscillation switch; the Pedestal
Fan will begin to tumn left and right. To stop the Pedestal Fan from turning, pulling up the
oscillation switch.

STEP 4: Tum off the Pedestal Fan by pressing the ‘O’ button.

Caution: Do not cover the fan head.

Caution: This is not a desk fan. Do not place the Pedestal Fan onto a desk as this could affect
the stability of the product.

Always wait until the Pedestal Fan has stopped completely and unplug it from the mains power
supply before performing any cleaning or user maintenance.
