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Instructions for Use

Before First Use

Place the inset fire onto a flat, stable, heat-resistant surface at least | metre away from furniture,
curtains or any other flammable materials.

If placing the inset fire in an alcove, ensure that there is at least 50 mm of space above and

50 mm of space each side, to ensure good air circulation.

The inset fire must not be located over a mains power socket. The mains power socket must
always be accessible, in order to disconnect the inset fire from the mains power supply before
cleaning or maintenance.

Note: VWhen using the inset fire for the first time, a slight odour may
be emitted. This is normal and will soon subside. Ensure that there is
sufficient ventilation around the inset fire.

Advice Before Fitting
